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MATERIALS
- 55-55-60-60-65-65 cm plaid cotton
  double-gauze fabric (CO/PES),
  width 130 cm, weight 113 g/m2
- 5 cm interfacing, Vlieseline®
  G 785
- 4 (sizes 62…74 cm) or 5 (sizes
  80…92 cm) buttons, ø 12 mm

PATTERN PIECES cut

1 front 2
2 back 1
3 sleeve 2
4 neckline facing* 1

CUTTING
Preshrink the fabric by washing it before
cutting the garment pieces out. Steam
the fabric gently, taking care not to flatten
its texture.
Cut garment pieces from fabric as indi-
cated on list of pattern pieces, placing
center-back of pattern on fabric fold and
adding 10 mm seam allowances to other
edges. Note! Match horizontal fabric
stripes at side seams. *Pattern piece for
neckline facing includes seam allowances.
Cut neckline facing on the bias as follows:
Cut first a piece of fabric that is bigger
than the facing pattern, stretch the piece
and press its texture flat. Then cut the
neckline facing from the stretched piece
of fabric.

SEWING
Construction techniques: Stitch seams
with straight stitch and finish them with

serger or zigzag stitch. Press garment by
gently steaming it.
Preparation: Fuse interfacing to wrong
side of front facings on front panels (see
area shaded in grey on small-scale pat-
tern). Fold front facings to wrong side
of front panels as marked on pattern and
press creases.
Shoulder seams and neckline: Place
front and back panels right sides together
and stitch shoulder seams. Steam seam
allowances toward back panel.
Turn and steam seam allowance along
raw outer edge of each front facing to
wrong side. Fold front facings to right
side of front panels and pin them in
position at neckline. Pin neckline facing
to neckline right sides together so that
its ends overlap front facings by 10 mm,
then stitch neckline seam. Trim neckline
seam allowances slightly and clip them
along curves. Understitch neckline seam

allowances to facing close to seamline.
Turn front neckline corners right side
out. Turn seam allowance at free edge
of neckline facing under, pin facing to
neckline and stitch it in place close to
turned-under edge, starting and ending
stitching at open outer edges of front
facings.
Joining: Pin and stitch sleeves to arm-
holes right sides together. Stitch sleeve
underarm seams and side seams from
bottom edges of sleeves to bottom-hem
edge. Steam seam allowances toward
garment’s back and back of sleeves. Stitch
hems at bottom edges of sleeves as
marked on pattern. Fold front facings to
right side of front panels at bottom hem
and stitch their bottom edges to bottom-
hem edges of front panels. Turn bottom-
hem corners right side out. Fold and
stitch hem (5 mm + 5 mm) at garment’s
bottom edge. Steam garment’s bottom
hem. Stitch outer edges of front facings

to wrong side of front panels.
Finishing: Stitch buttonholes and sew
buttons along center-front lines on front
panels, placing top buttonhole and button
as marked on pattern and spacing the
rest at regular 6…7 cm intervals.

CUTTING
Cut garment pieces from knit as indicated
on list of pattern pieces, adding 10 mm
seam allowances to all edges.

SEWING
Construction techniques: Stitch
center-back seam of waistband and waist
seam with straight stitch, and stitch the
other seams with serger or with overedge
stretch stitch on regular sewing machine.

Stitch hems with 3-thread coverstitch or
with twin needle on regular sewing ma-
chine.
Joining: Place shorts fronts and backs
right sides together and stitch leg inseams.
Place shorts halves right sides together
and stitch crotch seam. Stitch side seams
and press seam allowances toward shorts
back. Fold, press and stitch hems at
bottom edges of legs as marked on pat-
tern.

Waistline: Measure and cut piece of
elastic to fit the child’s waist and stitch
its ends together to form circle. Stitch
center-back seam of waistband and press
it open. Fold waistband in half wrong
sides together and place elastic within
waistband. Pin open edges of waistband
together and stitch them together close
to lower edge of elastic. Pin and stitch
waistband to shorts waist edge right sides
together, aligning seam on waistband
with shorts center-back seam and match-

ing markings on waistband with shorts
center-front and side seams.

1 shorts front 2
2 shorts back 2
3 waistband 1

  waffle-textured cotton jersey
  (CO), width 150 cm, weight
  230 g/m2, stretch/recovery 15%
- 50…55 cm elastic, width 25 mm
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
